Hayasa-Azzi or Azzi-Hayasa (Armenian: 2 wj wuw) was a Late Bronze Age
confederation formed between two kingdoms of Anatolia, Hayasa located South of Trabzon and
Azzi, located north of the Euphrates and to the south of Hayasa. The Hayasa-Azzi confederation
was in conflict with the Hittite Empire in the 14th century BC, leading up to the collapse of Hatti
around 1290 BC. Hittite inscriptions deciphered in the 1920s by the Swiss scholar Emil Forrer
testify to the existence of a mountain country, the Hayasa and/or the Azzi, lying around Lake
Van. Several prominent authorities agree in placing Azzi to the north of Ishuwa. Others see
Hayasa and Azzi as identical.

The word "paradise" entered English from the French paradis, inherited from the Latin
paradisus, from Greek parddeisos (mapadeioog), and ultimately from an Old Iranian root,
attested in Avestan as pairi.daéza. The literal meaning of this Eastern Old Iranian language word
is "walled (enclosure)", from pairi- "around" + -diz "to create (a wall)". The word is not attested
in other Old Iranian languages (these may however be hypothetically reconstructed, for example
as Old Persian *paridayda-). By the 6th/5th century BCE, the Old Iranian word had been
adopted as Akkadian pardesu and Elamite partetas, "domain". It subsequently came to indicate
walled estates, especially the carefully tended royal parks and menageries. The term eventually
appeared in Greek as parddeisos "park for animals" in the Anabasis of the early 4th century BCE
Athenian gentleman-scholar Xenophon. Aramaic pardaysa similarly reflects "royal park".
Hebrew (pardes) appears thrice in the Tanakh; in the Song of Solomon 4:13, Ecclesiastes 2:5 and
Nehemiah 2:8. In those contexts it could be interpreted as an "orchard" or a "fruit garden".

In the 3rd—1st centuries BCE Septuagint, Greek mopdadeicog (paradeisos) was used to
translate both Hebrew pardes and Hebrew gan, "garden": it is from this usage that the use of
"paradise" to refer to the Garden of Eden derives. The same usage also appears in Arabic and in
the Quran itself as (firdaws). The idea of a walled enclosure was not preserved in most Iranian
usage, and generally came to refer to a plantation or other cultivated area, not necessarily walled.
For example, the Old Iranian word survives in New Persian paliz (or "jaliz"), which denotes a
vegetable patch. However, the word park, as well as the similar complex of words that have the
same indoeuropean root: garden, yard, girdle, orchard, court, etc., all refer simply to a
deliberately enclosed area, but not necessarily an area enclosed by walls. For the connection
between these ideas and that of the city, compare German Zaun ("fence"), English town and
Dutch tuin ("garden"), or garden/yard with Nordic gardr and Slavic gard (both "city"). Slavic
languages, and Romanian which is not Slavic but Slavic-influenced, have a distinct term for
"paradise", "raj" (read "rai") which is generally agreed to derive from Persian ray and co-exists
alongside terms deriving from the Persian word pardeis.

The etymology of Common Slavic rai is disputed. It is now generally regarded as a direct
borrowing from Iranian ray, "heavenly radiance, beatitude". If so then two Persian words ray
("radiance") and pardeis ("park") both separately passed into some Slavic languages; for
example Russian where "paradise" is generally rai (Pait) but paradiz (Ilapanu3) from English is
also encountered. Alternative derivations have included: "glad", Proto-Slavic yrii, "land of
warmth." The term passed from Slavic usage into Romanian. The word pardes, borrowed from
the Persian word, does not appear before the post-Exilic period (post-538 BCE); it occurs in the
Song of Songs 4:13, Ecclesiastes 2:5, and Nehemiah 2:8, in each case meaning "park" or
"garden", the original Persian meaning of the word, where it describes to the royal parks of
Cyrus the Great by Xenophon in Anabasis.

Later in Second Temple era Judaism "paradise" came to be associated with the Garden of
Eden and prophesies of restoration of Eden, and transferred to heaven. The Zohar gives the word
a mystical interpretation, and associates it with the four kinds of Biblical exegesis: peshat (literal
meaning), remez (allusion), derash (anagogical), and sod (mystic). The initial letters of those
four words then form — p(a)rd(e)s, which was in turn felt to represent the fourfold interpretation
of the Torah (in which sod — the mystical interpretation — ranks highest). Jehovah's Witnesses
believe that Jehovah's purpose from the start was, and is, to have the earth filled with the
offspring of Adam and Eve as caretakers of a global paradise. After God had designed this earth
for human habitation, however, Adam and Eve rebelled against Jehovah, so they were banished
from the Garden of Eden, or Paradise.

Jehovah is a Latinization of the Hebrew, a vocalization of the Tetragrammaton 77>
(YHWH), the proper name of the God of Israel in the Hebrew Bible, which has also been
transcribed as "Yehowah" or "Yahweh". The earliest available Latin text to use a vocalization
similar to Jehovah dates from the 13th century. Most scholars believe "Jehovah" to be a late (c.
1100 CE) hybrid form derived by combining the Latin letters JHVH with the vowels of Adonai,
but there is some evidence that it may already have been in use in Late Antiquity (5th century).
Others say that it is the pronunciation Yahweh that is testified in both Christian and pagan texts
of the early Christian era. The consensus among scholars is that the historical vocalization of the
Tetragrammaton at the time of the redaction of the Torah (6th century BCE) is most likely
Yahweh, however there is disagreement. The historical vocalization was lost because in Second
Temple Judaism, during the 3rd to 2nd centuries BCE, the pronunciation of the Tetragrammaton
came to be avoided, being substituted with Adonai ("my Lord").

There is no certain derivation for the name and tribal origin of the Bryges. In 1844,
Hermann Miiller suggested the name might be related to the same Indo-European root as that of

to German Berg (mountain) and Slavic breg (hill, slope, mountain), i.e. [E *berg”. It would then

be cognate with Western European tribal names such as the Celtic Brigantes and the Germanic
Burgundians, and semantically motivated by some aspect of the word meanings "high, elevated,
noble, illustrious".

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Armeno-Phrygian is a term for a minority supported claim of non hypothetical people
who are thought to have lived in the Armenian Highland as a group and then have separated to
form the Phrygians and the Mushki of Cappadocia. It is also used for the language they are
assumed to have spoken. Note that the name Mushki is applied to different peoples by different
sources and at different times. It can mean the Phrygians (in Assyrian sources) or Proto-
Armenians as well as the Mushki of Cappadocia, or all three, in which case it is synonymous
with Armeno-Phrygian.
