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Summary

The article proposes the concept of the rock art clustered modeling for knowledge
relationship (studying, interpretation, and learning) between ‘'teacher' (‘nature') and the
pupil - a prehistoric man. The proposed concept allows to expand the role and influence
of rock art on the formation and development of Mythology, Religion and Magic. It allows
to present the rock art in the form of clusters of knowledge (natural philosophy and
metaphysics), tied to the territories. We identified three main types of the Armenian rock
art clusters: Simple cluster, Mega claster and Hyper claster.

A Simple rock art cluster is a set of petroglyphs around a small lake, which is usually
located on the slopes of volcanic mountains, on tops (craters). On Geghama Ridge in Ar-
menia in the vicinity of the volcano is a lake Akna ('Aknalich’), which in Armenian means
'eye'. On Geghama Ridge is frozen volcano, mount Azhdahak. On the crater of the
volcano there is a lake with many petroglyphs and ancient stone monuments (vishapa-

kars). A Mega rock art claster is a set of Simple clusters are located around a large lake
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ore sea (for example, near Lake Sevan, Lake Van and Lake Urmia, around the Black Sea
and Caspian Sea in the Caucasus).

A Hyper rock art claster is a collection of Mega rock art clasters, petroglyphs located
around the Mountains of Ararat and the Caucasus Mountains.

In the rock art clusters we identified a visual databases of coded explicit and tacit
knowledge represented in Mythology, Religion and Magic. Using visual language - the
language of the rock art and the language of the rock art clusters (knowledge clusters) we
make easier to study the explicit and tacit knowledge perceived than verbal language
of Myth, Religion and Magic.

There are four types of process for creating new knowledge for studing Myths,
Religion and Magic of ancient people, for example Greeks and Armenians, whose
ancestors spoke in a common language: Socialization, Externalization, Combination and

Internalization.
